The Festival of Nine Lessons and Carols

The Festival of Nine Lessons and Carols celebrates the birth of Jesus, and the nine
lessons from Genesis, the Prophets and the Gospels tell the story of the fall of
humanity, the promise of the Messiah and the birth of Jesus, while the readings are
interspersed with Christmas carols and hymns for choir and congregation.

The format of the service is based on an order drawn up by Edward White Benson,
then Bishop of Truro, for Christmas Eve 1880. It has since been adapted and used
by churches all over the world, but most famously, and in the form now most
commonly used, by Eric Milner-White, Dean of King’s College, Cambridge for the
College’s first service in 1918. Interestingly, Truro Cathedral staged a
reconstruction of the original 1880 service two days ago, which is now available
online, so might provide some alternative listening to the broadcast from King’s on
Christmas Eve!

The service traditionally opens with ‘Once in Royal David’s City’ and the bidding
prayer, and closes with ‘O Come All Ye Faithful’ and ‘Hark the Herald Angels Sing’,
but there is much scope for variety during the service, and the words and music you
will hear and sing tonight represent a wide range of expression of the Christmas
story through the ages, and you will find some brief notes about the music below.

Once in Royal David’s City was written by Cecil Frances Alexander as a hymn for children in
1848, and was set to music by Henry John Gauntlett. The last verse is arranged with descant by
David Willcocks.

Remember O Thou Man by the English musician Thomas Ravenscroft was published in 1611 as
part of his third collection of folk music entitled Melismata, Musicall Phansies, fitting the Court,
Citie and Country Humours.

Unto Us is Born a Son is the English translation by George Ratcliffe Woodward of the medieval
Latin carol ‘Puer nobis nascitur’, first published in the 1582 Finnish song book ‘Piae Cantiones’.
Tonight’s arrangement is by David Willcocks.

In Dulci Jubilo dates from the Middle Ages, using a mixture of German and Latin, the German
translated into English by Robert Pearsall. This arrangement is by Bob Chilcott.

It Came Upon the Midnight Clear was written by Edmund Sears, pastor of the Unitarian
Church in Wayland, Massachusetts in 1849, and is usually sung in the UK to the tune Noel,
adapted from a traditional English melody arranged by Arthur Sullivan.

The Holly and the lvy is an English traditional carol, in this version set to music by the English
composer John Gardner, with a rather catchy tune, and the chorus set first in unison, then two-
part, then three-part canon, creating an echo effect.




O Little Town of Bethlehem was written by Phillips Brooks after a visit to Bethlehem in 1865.
It was set to music by his organist, Lewis Redner, the tune it is usually sung to in the USA. It has
also been set to music by a number of other composers, but the traditional hymn tune Forest
Green that we use tonight was adapted by Ralph Vaughan Williams from an English Folk Ballad.

Veiled in Darkness is a simple setting by Glenn L Rudulph of words by Douglas Letel Rights.

God Rest You Merry, Gentlemen is an English traditional carol dating from the mid 18th
century, here arranged by David Willcocks.

O Holy Night is a well-known carol composed by Adolphe Adam in 1847 to the French poem
‘Minuit, chrétiens’ (Midnight, Christians) by Placide Cappeau. In both the French original and the
familiar English version by John Sullivan Dwight, the text reflects on the birth of Jesus and
mankind’s redemption.

Torches is a setting of a Spanish carol from Galicia, Villancico de Navidad, written in 1951 by the
British composer of South African descent, John Joubert.

While Shepherds Watched was written by England’s Poet Lauretate, Nahum Tate and
appeared in Tate and Brady’s 1700 supplement to their Psalms of David. At this time it was the
only Christmas hymn authorised to be sung by the Anglican Church (before 1700 only the Psalms
were permitted to be sung), and as a result it has been set to many different tunes over the years.
It first appeared set to ‘Winchester Old’ in 1861 (to which it is most often sung today, and which
we use tonight.)

In the Bleak Midwinter is based on a poem by the English poet Christina Rossetti written
before 1872 and published posthumously in her Poetic Works in 1904. It became a Christmas
carol after it appeared in The English Hymnal in 1906 with a setting by Holst. Harold Darke's
anthem setting of 1909 that we hear tonight was named the best Christmas carol in a poll of some
of the world's leading choirmasters and choral experts in 2008.

We Three Kings was published in Reverend John Henry Hopkins, Jr’s Carols, Hymns and Songs in
1863, with both lyrics and music by him, although it featured in an elaborate holiday pageant which
he organised for the students of the General Theological Seminary in New York City in 1857
while serving as the their music director. Tonight’s arrangement by Paul Leddington-Wright
(principal conductor for BBC’s Songs of Praise) features flamboyant interludes between the verses.

O Come All Ye Faithful is a translation of the original Latin words ‘Adeste Fideles’ (also the
name of the tune), verses |, 2, 6 & 7 (verse 7 is reserved for Christmas Day) being the earliest,
translated by Frederick Oakeley, and verses 3, 4 & 5 being added in the 18th century, translated by
William Thomas Brooke. The descant arrangement to verse 6 is by David Willcocks, as is the
fanfare introduction, written for brass and arranged for organ by David Houlder.

Hark the Herald Angels Sing was written Charles Wesley and first appeared in 1739. The
tune commonly used today is not the original one, but is an arrangement by William H Cummings
of music from Felix Mendelssohn’s secular cantata ‘Festgesang’, written to commemorate
Gutenberg’s invention of the printing press! The last verse arrangement and fanfare introduction
are again by David Willcocks, arr David Houlder.

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Rutland Reminders
Therapy through Singing for People with Dementia

Rutland Reminders is a group of local volunteers formed in
2010 to offer therapy through singing for people with
dementia in Rutland. Our main concern is to support our
guests with dementia and their carers at our monthly
sessions. To those lost in dementia we find that music can have a power beyond
anything else to restore them to themselves, and to others, at least for a while. To
quote Oliver Sacks in Musicophilia ‘music therapy seeks to address the emotions,
cognitive powers, thoughts and memories, the surviving “self’ of our guests with
dementia. It aims to enrich and enlarge existence, to give freedom, stability,
organisation and focus’. To be able to offer such ‘joy in the moment’ is very
heartening to carers and volunteers alike. We do not offer advice; rather we listen
carefully and try to respond appropriately.

Having started our sessions in Oakham in September, 2010 with twelve guests with
dementia we doubled our capacity with a second monthly session for a new group
of guests from Spring 201 I. In our bi-monthly sessions we still offer support to less
than 10% of those with dementia in Rutland, but it is a start. Our sessions in
Oakham are on the first and third Tuesdays of each month at Brambles, Rutland
Care Village. At a recent session we welcomed forty people, including twenty one
guests with dementia. On the second Tuesday of each month Rutland Reminders
Outreach visits, in turn, the three secure dementia centres in Rutland outside
Oakham. Here we are the guests in the homes of those with dementia. This
programme reaches another 15% of those with dementia in Rutland. There is no
charge for what we offer. We are grateful to the Mayor of Oakham, Councillor
Adam Lowe, for adopting us as his sponsored charity for 2013-4. We are also
indebted to our many sponsors, and to the Rutland Care Village for their hospitality
from month to month.

We welcome new guests with dementia within Rutland: do please let us know, on
07779 413889, of any prospective people who we might help. We also welcome
new volunteers who can spare two hours monthly; we have a careful training
programme explained on the ‘Volunteer’ page of our website, below. Copies of our
new CD ‘Music For You — Rutland Reminders Sings’ are available for a suggested
donation of £5 at the West End of Church. So too are Pin Badges kindly donated by
Adam Lowe, Mayor of Oakham.
